You’re nervous about auditioning, right? Well, don’t be! The audition process will not be a scary one! Here are a few tips to help you succeed. 

The best advice for you is to “PRACTICE, PRACTICE, PRACTICE!’ You’ll want to have your pieces prepared in advance for all auditions. I cannot emphasize, enough, the importance of being prepared for this audition! 

Monologues should be age appropriate. Find a monologue with a character around your age and one that you can relate to. We will be looking for enthusiasm, projection and enunciation, as well as talent and presentation. Students should avoid verse, movie scripts, and original material but Shakespeare is more than welcome!

Be on time for auditions! Auditions are at 12:00, NOON on Saturday, June 5th.  
When auditions begin, you should introduce yourself in the following manner:                                     
“My name is __________(State your name)  I’m _____years old, and I will be going into the ____grade.                           I am performing - _______________(Name of Monologue) by - ______________(Name of playwright)”  

Then you will begin to recite your poem or monologue. IF YOU FORGET A LINE…NO BIG DEAL!!
